Plaspave laid in a stretcher or soldier course can be 
used to make a feature of unsightly ironwork such as
manholes. Where the manhole cover has straight sides,
blocks can be laid in a stretcher course and butted up

against the unit. 

Alternatively, a recessed
manhole cover can be 
incorporated into the laying
pattern as shown here.
